Y.M. Royal Professor Ungku Abdul Aziz holds a Doctor of Economics degree from Waseda University, Tokyo, Japan and was conferred the title of 'Royal Professor of Economics (Rural Development)' by Sultan Yahya Petra ibni al-Marhum Sultan Ibrahim, King of Malaysia, in 1978. Royal Professor Ungku Aziz is currently the Chairperson of the National Administrative Committee (NAC) and the Innovation and Technology Development Committee at ANGKASA. 

Internationally, Professor Ungku Aziz is a representative delegate to the International Co-operative Alliance (ICA) and the ICA Regional Assembly (Asia Pacific Region). He is also Vice Chairman of the ICA-Regional Office of Asia Pacific Standing Committee (ICA-ROAP), a member of the ICA Human Resource Development Committee (Asia Pacific region) and the Deputy Chairman of the International Association of Traffic and Safety Sciences Forum Malaysian Committee (IATSS). Professor Ungku Aziz has previously served as a consultant in several United Nations agencies.

President Malaysian University Science and Technology 
Tan Sri Datuk Dr Omar (Malaysian, aged 75) was appointed to the Board on 17 June 2003. He was appointed as Non- Executive Chairman of Encorp Berhad on 23 February 2005.A graduate of Veterinary Science from Sydney University, Australia and a Doctorate in Philosophy from Cambridge University, United Kingdom, Tan Sri Datuk Dr Omar began his professional career in 1960 in veterinary research. He was one of the founders of Universiti Pertanian Malaysia (UPM), serving as Dean of Veterinary Medicine and Deputy Vice-Chancellor (Academics). In 1984, he was appointed as the Science Adviser in the Prime Minister’s Department and in that capacity, he served on a number of national committees including the National Development Planning Committee , National Council for Scientific Research and Development, National Information Technology Council and National Telecommunication Council among other notable positions in the areas of science, research and policy.

On the international scene, Tan Sri Datuk Dr Omar has served on the United Nation’s Council for Science and Technology for Development. He is the current President of the Federation of Asian Scientific Academics and Societies (FASAS) and the founding and current Chairman of the Commonwealth Partnership for Technology Management (CPTM). He was the Founding President of the Academy of Science Malaysia and is now a Senior Fellow. He is also the Founding Fellow of the Islamic World Academy of Science and a Fellow of the Academy of Science for the Developing World (TWAS).

Tunku Aziz has held senior management positions in large private and public sector organizations in Malaysia, Hong Kong and the UK. He began his business career with the Guthrie Corporation Ltd. after tertiary education in England and Australia. He then moved to the Central Bank of Malaysia as Adviser. He returned to the private sector, his preferred option, joining Dunlop Malaysian Industries before being appointed a Group Director of Sime Darby Limited. He left Malaysia in 1985 to take up a directorship at the Commonwealth Secretariat, London, returning to Malaysia on retirement, in 1992. 
Tunku Aziz founded, with the support of like-minded individuals, the Malaysian Chapter of Transparency International, the global coalition against corruption, known locally as The Kuala Lumpur Society for Transparency & Integrity of which he was the President until December 2004. In October 1997 he was elected to the international board of Transparency International .He was re-elected Vice-Chairman of the Board of Directors in October 1999 and relinquished that position in October 2002.

TUN DR. MAHATHIR BIN MOHAMAD


Fourth Prime Minister of 
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Tun Dr. Mahathir bin Mohamad became the fourth Prime Minister of Malaysia on 16 July 1981. Born on 20 December 1925 in Alor Star, the capital of the State of Kedah, Tun Dr. Mahathir did his early and secondary education in his home town. In 1947, he gained admission into the King Edward VII College of Medicine in Singapore. 


 


Upon graduation, he joined the Malaysian government service as a Medical Officer. He left in 1957 to set up his own practice in Alor Star.  Tun Dr. Mahathir has been active in politics since 1945. He has been a member of the United Malays National Organization (UMNO) since its inception in 1946. 


 


He was first elected as a Member of Parliament following the General Elections in 1964. However, he lost his seat in the subsequent General Election in 1969. Owing to his keen interest in the country's education, he was appointed Chairman of the first Higher Education Council in 1968, Member of the Higher Education Advisory Council in 1972, Member of the University Court and University of Malaya Council, and Chairman of the National University Council in 1974. 


 


In 1973, Tun Dr. Mahathir was appointed a Senator. He relinquished this post in order to contest in the 1974 General Elections where he was returned unopposed.  Following the elections, Tun Dr. Mahathir was appointed the Minister of Education. 


 


In 1976, Tun Dr. Mahathir was made Deputy Prime Minister in addition to his Education portfolio.  In a Cabinet reshuffle two years later, he relinquished the Education portfolio for that of Trade and Industry.  As Minister of Trade and Industry, he led several investment promotion missions overseas. 


 


Tun Dr. Mahathir was elected as one of the three Vice Presidents of UMNO in 1975. In 1978, he won the Deputy President seat and in 1981, he was appointed President of the party. He was returned unopposed as President in 1984. 


 


In the 1987 party elections, Tun Dr. Mahathir defeated his challenger to retain the Presidency and in 1990 and 1993, he was again returned unopposed as party President.  Under his leadership, the ruling party Barisan Nasional (National Front) won landslide victories in the 1982, 1986, 1990, 1995 and 1999 General Elections. 
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Tun Dr. Mahathir bin Mohamad became the fourth Prime Minister of Malaysia on 16 July 1981. Born on 20 December 1925 in Alor Star, the capital of the State of Kedah, Tun Dr. Mahathir did his early and secondary education in his home town. In 1947, he gained admission into the King Edward VII College of Medicine in Singapore. He held the post for 22 years from 1981 to 2003, making him Malaysia's longest-serving Prime Minister, and one of the longest-serving leaders in Asia.
